A. Mike O’Neill, Community Liaison to Supervisor Mueller, reported on the following

Flu Clinics and COVID-19 Vaccination

Secured Property Tax Bills Available to View and Pay Online

Secured Annual Property Tax Bills can now be viewed and paid on the Tax
Collector’s website at https://www.smcgov.org/tax. The first installment of secured
taxes is due Nov. 1. E-bills and physical bills are being sent. A ten percent penalty
will be added to payments received after December 11, 2023. The Tax Collector’s
Office is open to the public from 9am to 5pm, Monday through Friday.
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West Nile Virus Cases on the Rise

for most people, older adults and immunocompromised people are at higher risk
for severe disease.

speech at public meetings.

e Claire Toutant asked who is supporting the newspaper, the City or County? The
response was that it is a pass through grant from the County.

e Kimberly Williams asked whether the pass through grant to local media
represents a conflict of interest. The response was that while there is a risk of
conflict of interest, the need to support local news outweighs the risk.

e Dan Haggerty also expressed concerns about possible conflict of interest related
to funding particular news organizations and he asked who owns the HVIB
Review. The response was that the Coastside News Group owns the HMB
Review.

through the Tom Lantos tunnel) and the Moss Beach project will need to
be repaved twice. Both projects would benefit with synchronization.
The project should be extended to Montara.

Stormwater management will need to be addressed.
Roundabouts should be tested with simulation.
